Innovation Awards will also be given to campaigns that have implemented new and creative practices that resulted in increased contributions, participation and/or education about the CFC.  

In addition, OPM will review nominees for the CFC Leadership Award category.  This award will be given to an employee campaign coordinator or installation project officer who has demonstrated leadership in improving the efficiency and/or effectiveness of the CFC at a agency/installation, regional or national level.
